The Industrial Revolution was
a time when Britain was
changing to a land of big
factories instead of farms.
The railways that were built
in these times made Britain
the richest in the world.

The first locomotive George
Stephenson built in 1814 was
called ‘Blucher’. It could travel
at 4 miles per hour.

Railroads were first built to
transport coal around the
country. However, in 1825,
the first railway for
passengers was opened. It
could carry more than 450
people and travelled at
15mph.

Mary Seacole was a nurse.
Her mother was Jamaican
and her father was Scottish.
She travelled from Jamaica
to look after wounded
soldiers on the battlefield in
the Crimean War.

She set up a hospital called
the British Hotel to look
after soldiers.

Florence Nightingale was a
nurse.

She made hospitals cleaner
for patients and looked after
soldiers in the Crimean War.
She set up the Nightingale
Training School for nurses in
1860.

George Stephenson is
significant because he was
nicknamed ‘The Father of
the Railway’, as he was an
engineer who built steam
locomotives for the first
ever railways.
